Ahadith Clarify Ahadith 

Summary:  

On occasion, we may come across Ahadith which are difficult to interpret and understand. 

Some of these Ahadith (if authentic) have been explained by the Ahl Al-Bayt-asws in follow-up 

Ahadith; we also find certain Ahadith for which explanations are missing. There could be 

several reasons for this, for example, due to Taqeeya (dissimulation).  However, these Ahadith 

do not leave a vacuum in the religion; neither in our Beliefs nor in our practices.  Therefore, 

there is no need for a Momin to pursue the unexplainable Ahadith and to try to come up with 

plausible interpretations based on Qiyas1 (analogy). As per Ahadith, we are commanded not 

to reject a Hadith if its beyond our comprehension, but to return it to the narrating authority-

asws, see for example, Appendix I. 

Briefly, one has to establish the authenticity of Hadith through looking up the Quran and 

words of Rasool Allah-saww (other Ahadith), e.g.,  

‘I asked Abu Abd Allah-asws about the differences in Hadith, narrated from one whom we trust 
and from those whom we do not trust’. He-asws said: ‘If a Hadith is referred to you and you 
find a witness for it from the Book of Allah-azwj or from the statements of the Messenger of 
Allah-saww, then its authentic, otherwise give it back to the one who brought it’.2 The above 
Hadith and the topic of establishing the authenticity of Ahadith is discussed elsewhere3.  

In addition, Imam-asws says, similar to the Holy Quran, Ahadith are also allegorical, decisive, 

abrogating and abrogated and ‘and do not follow the allegorical ones without the decisive 

ones, or you will go astray’4, see an example in Appendix II:

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Ahadith on Interpretations through Ahadith 

Against the above background, we divide the following section into two parts, first examples 

of those concepts/Ahadith where we are able to find clarifying Ahadith, followed by those 

Ahadith where we do not find neither the Hadith in Ahadith compilations nor its 

interpretation from other Ahadith. 

Clarifying Ahadith: 

1 Syed-ul-Shuhada Imam Hussain-asws Ibn Ali-asws was not Martyred 

There are statements circulating among the believers that Imam Hussain-asws was not killed 

but was taken to Heavens, as Allah-azwj had Saved Ismail-as Ibn Ibrahim-as and Isa-as Ibn 

Mariam-as. Below we present a clarifying Hadith:

saww with it from Lord-azwj of the worlds Mighty and Majestic’’.8

2 If Abu Zarr-ra knew what’s in the heart of Salman-ra, he will kill Salman-ra  

This is a famous Hadith, i.e., in Al-Kafi, see Appendix VI, to explain this Hadith, we do not find 

Ahadith, however, we find Ahadith in which Salman-ra is quoted to have said: ‘ If I-ra narrate 

the Merits of Amir Al-Momineen-asws, a group will call me-ra insane and a group will say May 

Allah-azwj Forgive the killer of Salman-ra, below is an extract, additional Ahadith are included 

in the Appendix VI.

In the hands 
of the people there is right and wrong, and truth and lies, and Abrogating and the Abrogated, 
and the general and the special, and the Decisive and the Allegorical, and the preserved and 
the illusion, and forged lies on the Messenger of Allah-saww from before, to the extent that he-

saww issued a sermon, and said: ‘O people! A lot of lies have been ascribed to me-saww. 
Whosoever has done this deliberately will have a seat in the Fire’.

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Then lies were still ascribed to him-saww afterwards. Ahadith have reached you from four, and 
there is no fifth – A hypocritical man who displays faith, manufactures Islam, poses as such, 
and does not feel it as wrong to ascribe lies to the Messenger of Allah-saww’ – until he-asws said: 
‘And the man who heard from the Messenger of Allah-saww something, did not understand its 
perspective, and does not intend to lie. It is in his hands, he speaks by it, and acts by it, and 
narrates it. He says, ‘I have heard this from the Messenger of Allah-saww. If the Muslims think 
it to be imagination they should reject it, and if they know it to be from him-saww then it is an 
obligation’.  

And the third man heard from the Messenger of Allah-saww something that he-saww ordered 
then prohibited it later on, and he did not know, or prohibited it, and then ordered it later on, 
and he did not know. He memorised the abrogated and did not memorise the abrogating. 
Had he known it to have been abrogated, he would have rejected it, and had the people 
known that what they have heard from his is an abrogated order, they would have rejected 
it.

First of all, we say that this statement, attributed to the imams (peace be upon them), has no 
support in the hadith books at the school of Ahl al-Bayt, but rather devoid of such texts. 

Yes, it was mentioned by the scholars in some of their books, such as Al-Fayd Al-Kashani (d. 
1091 AH) in (The Hidden Words) sent from Imam Al-Sadiq (peace be upon him) with the word: 
(We have cases with God in which he is we, and we are in him, and yet he is he and we are)(1), 
and from him the rest were drawn; this first. 

Second: Their saying (peace be upon them) - after acknowledging the validity of the ratio - 
does not indicate what I have referred to! 
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They say: (We have cases with God in which he is we...) etc., looking at the place called by the 
scholars (the place of annihilation) - which is not (the place of solutions and union) claimed by 
Sufism - that is: we have with God Almighty cases in these cases because of the intensity of 
contact with Him Almighty and proximity to Him as if we are He, as our egos are absent in 
these cases to be in His greatness, so we are a manifestation of God's command and action, 
if we say that God Almighty is the one who says us, and if we do, God Almighty is the actor of 
us, then Balhaz In these cases, our action and our words are God's action and words, even 
though He is superior and too high to be united with us, because we are He and He is God, 
and we are also as if we are God Almighty even though we are His servants. 

This meaning refers to what was mentioned in the supplication every day of the month of 
Rajab for Imam al-Hujjah (peace be upon him) and from it: (And your verses and shrines that 
are not disrupted, everywhere known to you by those who knew you, there is no difference 
between you and them except that they are your servants and your creation)(2). 

His saying (peace be upon him): (There is no difference between you and them) refers to 
those cases that they (peace be upon them) have with God Almighty so that their ego and 
selves are absent in the majesty of His might and greatness, in such cases there is no 
difference between Him and them in terms of becoming manifestations of His actions, 
because they are the medium of His flow, the place of His walk, and the appearance of His 
pride; 

In order to approximate the picture more clearly, you can understand this statement and 
understand what it means by the following example: 

The silver mirror, when the sun shines on it, can say in its own words: I have cases with the 
sun, for when it does not shine on it, it is like all other metals, but when it shines, it can say: I 
am the sun, and the sun is me, all with the brightness of radiance. It is also for her to say: I am 
I, that is: I am the dark metal, and she is, that is: the sun is the sun, that is: when the sun 
shines is a sun, not that the sun is then a mirror, but it is she, that is, regardless of the mirror, 
it is she(3). 

His saying: (He is in us, and we are in Him), when radiance and manifestation, and His saying: 
(He is He and we are), that is: by preserving their self, regardless of radiance and 
manifestation. 

There are no solutions and no union, but an appearance in the manifestations of the mirror 
derived from the lights of its beauty, majesty, knowledge and power. 

Another example: Hodeidah heated in the fire, it is then like fire in its act, and there is no 
difference between it and them in burning, except that the fire burns by doing it, and 
Hodeidah burns by the fire visible on Hodeidah, because of its proximity and proximity to the 
fire so that if you look at Hodeidah did not see only the red fire, they are close to Him Almighty 
as the proximity of Hodeidah to the fire, and their selves have a capability such as the ability 
of Hodeidah in accepting the heat of fire, inevitably affected by the divine effects of science, 
ability, light and action, so their action will be done Almighty, and vice versa, while preserving 
the status of the lordship of the Lord and the status of slavery of the slave (4). 
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In summary: they (peace be upon them) because of the intensity of their closeness to him 
Almighty appeared to have his attributes, so that the moral boundaries disappeared, with the 
exception of the rank of slavery referred to in their words (peace be upon them): (There is no 
difference between you and them, but they are your servants) (5). 

This rank is the highest rank for the possible, and it is a special rank for Muhammad (peace 
and blessings of Allah be upon him) and the pure Imams (peace be upon them). 

And long as you are in the care of God

We did not find support for the famous hadith Al-Qudsi on the tongues (I was a hidden 
treasure, so I liked to know, so I created creation in order to know). But it appears that some 
of our scholars, as well as the scholars of Ahl al-Sunnah who mentioned it in their books, have 
accepted it and cited it, and some of them attributed it to Allah Almighty as a holy hadith: 
such as the investigator Al-Karaki in (his letters), he said: ((This hadith is supported by Al-Qudsi 
I was a treasure... etc)). Ibn Abi Jamhour al-Ahsa'i in (Ghawali al-La'ali), and al-Majlisi in (al-

Bahar). Al-Sabzwari in (Explanation of the Most Beautiful Names), said: ((One of the sins is the 
place of (hidden) and the places of the soul is the place of invisibility referred to by saying: I 
was a hidden treasure... etc)). As well as Al-Amidi of the Sunni scholars in (provisions) said: 
((Peace be upon him said a story about his Lord: I was a treasure I did not know, so I created 
a creation to know it)). 

Among those who mentioned it were also among our later scholars: Sheikh Muhammad 
Husayn al-Isfahani in (The End of Knowledge), Allama Al-Amini in (Al-Ghadir), Al-Miza Hussein 
Al-Nouri in (The Same Rahman), and others. Among the scholars of the public are Al-Alusi in 
his interpretation, and Haji Khalifa in (Kashf al-Dhunun). It was denied by some scholars on 
both sides, and several Sayyid al-Mar'ashi in (Ihqaq al-Haqq 6: 431) of the subjects. 

As for the significance of the hadith, it is necessary to mention three things: The first thing: 

The full actor does not need to do the end, but his goal requires his perfection, for example, 
the generous by nature when issued by generosity, it does not issue from him for an end, as 
his generosity is subjective to him does not need to highlight his generosity to an end, but his 
goal is the requirement of his generosity, that is, the requirement of his generosity to be 
honoured, not that he has a purpose behind his honour, as well as the mother who is nostalgic 
for her child, highlighting tenderness The child does not have a purpose or need to highlight 
it, but the appearance of her tenderness is the requirement of motherhood, and therefore it 
is said: «the full actor does not complete his purpose» and the meaning of this is that he does 
not need the end, but the end of his action is the requirement of his perfection, and this is 
what is launched on the Almighty Bari, Allah Almighty blessed and exalted for what was a 
horse abundant was the requirement of perfection the appearance of his goodness and 
abundance, not that he has a purpose behind the abundance of his existence, but that is the 
requirement of perfection itself, it is perfect the appearance of perfection; The emergence of 
perfection is a form of perfection, and therefore the requirement of perfection blessed and 
exalted the appearance of its quality, abundance and giving, not for the need behind it. 
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The second thing: The expression of «I loved» is the expression of «I needed», and the 
conversation did not say «I was a hidden treasure so I needed to know», but said «I was a 
hidden treasure and I liked to know», and it is clear that love is a kind of kindness, and a kind 
of gratitude, not a colour of need, as the father says I loved my son and I gave him such, and 
the mother says I loved my son and I gave him such, love is a kind of charity and gratitude and 
not a kind of need. 

The third thing: The meaning of this hadith is that Allah is blessed and exalted, as His will and 
will required that He prefer this whole existence by leading it to perfection, so Allah 
manifested itself to His creation with His names and attributes, and His manifestation was 
blessed and exalted with His names and attributes for His creation as a way that leads creation 
to reach perfection, as the Almighty said, "We will show them our signs in the horizons and in 
themselves until they realize that it is the truth."32
