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Inauspicious and Auspicious Days

Summary:

Some Ahadith are presented on the inauspicious and auspicious days in the Islamic months.
The reader should be careful in the interpretation of some Ahadith, as there are some
inconsistencies due to the mistakes of narrators and/or the text writers. The detailed Ahadith
on the days of each Islamic month are mostly from secondary Ahadith sources (compiled after
the onset of Grand Occultation of the 12t Imam), see Appendix.

In a lengthy Hadith, from Imam Hassan Al-Askari®*"s it is narrated that during every month
from the Arabic months, there is an inauspicious day; it is not correct to indulge in anything
from the deeds during it except the isolation, the worship, and the fasting, and these days
are:

The twenty-fifth (25) of Al-Muharram, and the tenth (10) of Safar, and the fourth (4) of Rabbi
Al-Awwal, and the twenty-eight (28) of Al-Rabbi Al-Sani, and the twenty-eight (28) of Jumadi
Al-Awwal, and the twelfth (20) of Jumadi Al-Sani, and the twelfth (12) of Rajab, and the
sixteenth (16) of Shaban, and the twenty-fourth (24) of the month of Ramazan, and the
second (2) of Shawwal, and the twenty-eight (28) of Zil Qadah, and the eighth (8) of Zil Al-
Hijjah (see Hadith in Appendix).t

NB: The above list is not conclusive, i.e., the day of Ashura (10™ of Muharram) is not included
in the above-cited inauspicious days, e.g.,
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‘| asked (Imam) Al-Reza®%s about Fasting Ashura (10" Muharram) and what the people are
saying with regards to it. So, he®%s said: ‘It is the Fast of lbn Marjana you are asking measws
about. That is a day the pretenders from the Progeny of Ziyad Fasted in, due to the killing of
Al-Husayn™%s and it is a day which the Progeny?"s of Muhammad=2"" see it as an evil omen
(a grievous/tragic day), and the people of Al-Islam see it as an evil omen.

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And the day which the people of Al-Islam see it as an evil omen can neither be Fasted nor can
it be a blissful one. And the day of Monday is an inauspicious day. Allah*¥ Caused His3%
Prophet*®"¥ to pass away during it, and the Progeny®%* of Muhammad*®"¥ was not afflicted
with except during the day of Monday.
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Thus, we™"s see it as an evil omen, and our?"“s enemies take it to be blissful/rewarding by it.

And the day of Ashura, Al-Husayn?*¥* was killed, and lbn Marjana was pleased with it, and the
Progeny®"s of Muhammad=®"V see it as a day of tragedy (an extract).2

In conclusion, all days related to Ahl Al-Bayt®"“s (whether inauspicious or auspicious), which
their®"s followers observe today, in their®“s memory and reverence, are not included in the
Ahadith below! This could be due to the strict conditions of Tageeya (dissimulations) during
the time the Ahadith were narrated.

So, what'’s the point and purpose of the article? Well, its aim is to highlight the inadequacy
(unreliability) of those commercial magazines and horoscopes (Amliyat based) publications
being in circulation for a very long time, which classify each and every day of the year as
inauspicious or auspicious (good, bad, very bad (Nayhas e Akbar).3

However, the inauspiciousness of a day can be removed by giving out Sadaqga but the sadness
and gloom of a ‘Sad’ day (i.e., martyrdom of a Masoom™%*) cannot be replaced, except by
observing and dedicating our time in Zikr (mentioning them2*<) involving their?*“s praise and
crying and holding well-established mourning rituals like lamentations). Hence a believer will
not participate in any ceremony of happiness (i.e., Nikah) on the day of the martyrdom of
anyone from Ahl Al-Bayt@s%s,
