Brief Introduction of Sura Al-Maida (5):

Sura Al-Maida (120 verses) was revealed in Madinah.?

Surah Al-Maida takes its' name from verse 5:112 in which the word mai'dah occurs. Like the
names of many other surahs, this name has no special relation to the subject of the Surah
but has been used merely as a symbol to distinguish it from other surahs.

Allah-3¥ the Exalted Said: and
We Sent from them twelve chieftains; [5:12]. So, the Imams™@5¥s, O Jabir, theiras¥s first one is
Ali@Ws Bin Abu Talib®%s and their?s¥s last one is Al-Qaim=2sWs"’ >

It was said to Abu Ja’far?®"s, Isn’t this command for you"s all?’ He®"s said: ‘Yes’. | said, ‘Then
why are you"s sitting back from your?s"s rights and your?“s claims, and Allah??¥ Blessed
and Exalted Said: And strive hard in (the Way of) Allah, with a striving which He is Rightful
of. He Chose you [22:78] .

He#%s said: ‘There is no problem in Amir Al-Momineen@%s sitting back from his@"s rights
when he?%s could not find any helpers, or have you not heard Allah"#% the Exalted Saying in
the story of Lut®S: He said: ‘If only there was strength for me against you, or a recourse to a
strong support’ [11:80].

[sWs said: ‘O Rasool-Allah=2"WI Will yous®"Y¥ not name them@s¥* to me2Ws?’ He*®"W said: ‘Yes.
You@™s are the Imam™?"s and the caliph after me™=®"¥, You "¢ will pay off my*®“¥ debts, and
fulfil my2WW¥ promises; and after you@"s are your@%s two sons®"s Al-Hassan®%* and Al-
Husayn@"s, and after Al-Husayn%s is his@Ws son2Ws Ali-@sWs Zayn Al-Abideen, and after Ali-
asWs js his@Ws son™@Ws Muhammad2s", called ‘Al-Baqir’.

And after Muhammad2s"s is his@sWs son as¥s Jg’faras¥s, he@s¥s will be called ‘Al-Sadiq’, and after
Ja’far@wsjs his@sWs son2Ws Musa 2", he@Ws will be called ‘Al-Kazim’, and after Musa?s"s s his
asws gon@sws Ali@Ws, he@Ws js called ‘Al-Reza’, and after Ali®Ys is his@"s son Muhammad™2s¥s
called ‘Al-Zaki’, and after Muhammad25"*is his@Ws son2s"s Ali®s"s called as ‘Al-Naqi’, and after
him™2s%s js his@Ws son2sYs Al-Hassan™"* called as ‘Al-Ameen’.

And Al-Qaim™@"s from sons@%s of Al-Husayn%s having my*s®¥" name and being the most
resembling of the people with me=2WW, He s fill it (world) with fairness and justice just as it
would have been filled with tyranny and injustice”.

The man said, ‘So what is the matter with a people who have retained that from Rasool-Allah
sawwW then they are pushing you™"s all away from this command, and you™"* are higher in
lineage and kinship with the Prophet=2¥%, and understanding with the Book and the Sunnah?’

He@%s said: ‘They wanted to uproot the pegs of the sanctuary and violate the veils of the
sacred months from the bellies of the bellies, and Noor of the eyes of the beholders, by the
conjectures, the lies, and the corrupt practices with the assistance of the tyrants in the dark
cities, by the slanders destructive with the ruined hearts. They shot violating the pure veils,
and broke the Words of Allah-?%, the Pure, and lamps which the entirety recognise, and glass

The woe is for them from the midst of the Fire, and from a Great Lord 22", Exalted. Evilest of
the people is one who derogates me "% and they commit the offences in the religion of Allah-
awi So, if the Trial of the afflictions is Raised from us, we2*"s shall carry them upon the pure
truth, and if the other happens, therefore do not grieve upon the transgressing people”
[5:26]".7

Muhammad Al-Bagir?"s said: ‘When this Verse was Revealed: O you Rasool! Deliver what
has been Revealed unto you from your Lord; [5:67], the Prophet*®"¥ grabbed a hand of Ali-
asws and said: ‘One whose master I®%% was so Ali®%s is his mater. O Allah®?¥! Befriend the
one who befriends him?"“s and be Inimical to the one being inimical to him=2s¥’,

Words of the Exalted: And surely those who are not believing in the Hereafter are deviating
from the (Straight) Path [23:74] — meaning path of Muhammad™=2"¥ and his2%" Progenyas%s,

Words of the Exalted: Is the one We Promised with a goodly Promise, so he would come
across it, [28:61], he™®"s is AliasWs,

Words of the Exalted: Greetings be on Progeny of Yaseen [37:130]. |bn Al Sa’ib said, ‘Progeny
of Yaseen is Progeny®"s of Muhammad=2""".

Words of the Exalted: Say: ‘I do not ask you for recompense over it, except for the cordiality
to be for my relatives’ [42:23], in the Hadeeth from the Prophet™®"" having said: ‘Do not hurt
(Syeda) Fatima=¥s, and Ali®"* and their?"“s two sonsaWs’,

And as for what is referred by Al-Hafiz Abu Bakr Ahmad Bin Musa Bin Mardawayh, | am
mentioning it as upon its flow: and my success is only with Allah. Upon Him do I rely and to
Him do I turn [11:88]. He said, ‘It is raised by his chain from Ibn Abbas who said, ‘There is no
Verse in the Quran and in it (are the Words): ‘O you those who believe!’, except and Ali®"* is
their head and their guide”.®

In a lengthy Hadeeth, Rasool Allah™=®% said: My*™V Lord?* Blessed and Exalted has
Commanded me*¥ that it has been Imposed from your?*s rights what is Imposed from my"
sawwW rights for the necessitation upon the one who believes in me*®"¥, And had it not been for
you"s the Party of Allah®* would not be recognised, and by you?%s are the enemies of
Allah??¥i recognised.

And the one, who has not received your?Ys Wilayah, has not received anything, and Allah-?%i
Mighty and Majestic has Revealed unto me**": O you Rasool! Deliver what has been
Revealed unto you from your Lord [5:67] - Meaning regarding your?"s Wilayah, O Ali-@sWs -
and if you don’t do so, then you have not delivered His Message.

I complain to Allah=?" of the prevailing by my*"¥ community upon yous"s after mesaW",
But, O Ali®"s, the one who fights against you@"“* has not left fighting against me=?"¥, nor has
he submitted to me*®¥, the one establishing hostility to you?s"s,

And you™®"s are the owner of the cups (at the Fountain), and owner of the praise-worthy
positions in the Shade of the Throne wherever 1*% pause. So, you@"s will be called when I
saWW am called, and you@"s will be welcomed when "% am welcomed, and clothed when I
saWW am clothes (with robes of honour).

And recognition of the months — Al-Muharram, and Safar, and Rabie, and what is after it, and
the sacred from these, and it is Jumadie and Zul Qadah, and Zul Hijja and Al-Muharram. A
religion cannot happen to be upright because the Jews and the Christians and the Magians,
and rest of the nations, and the people in their entirety, from the hypocrites and the
adversaries, are recognising these months and counting these with their names.

And rather, they®"s are the Imams**, the ones standing with the religion of Allah®*", and
the sacred from these are Amir Al-Momineen Ali®*" Bin Abu Talib?*s, the one™"s for whom
Allah-#" Derived a name for him?*%s from His#" Name ‘Al-Ali’, just as He®" had Derived for
Rasool-Allah®"% a name from His?

In a Hadeeth, Rasool-Allah™®" said to them: ‘O servants of Allah®"l The people of Isa?®,
when they asked Isa® that he descends food to them from the sky, Allah-®% the Exalted
Said: ‘Allah said: Surely I will Send it down to you, but whoever shall disbelieve afterwards
from among you, surely | will Punish him with such a Punishment with which | have not
Punished anyone from among the nations [5:115].

He?? did Send it down upon them, and the one from who committed Kufr afterwards, Allah-
azwi Transformed him to either a pig, or a monkey, or a bear, or a cat, or upon an image of
some of the birds and the animals which are in the land and the sea, to the extent that He??V
Transformed (them) upon a variety of four hundred transformations.*?

Do not violate the rituals of Allah nor the Sacred Month, nor the
offerings, nor the sacrificial animals, nor ones resorting to the Sacred House seeking the
Grace from their Lord and Pleasure; and when you are free (from the Ilhram), then (you can)
hunt, and do not let not hatred of a people — due to their hindering you from the Sacred
Masjid — make you exceed the limits; and assist each other upon the righteousness and the
piety; and do not assist each other upon the sin and the aggression, and fear Allah; surely
Allah is severe of the Punishment [5:2]
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‘Abu Ja’far?®"s said: ‘This Verse was Revealed regarding a man from the clan of Rabi’e called
Al-Hatam’.
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And Al-Fara’a said, ‘The custom of the Arabs was that they did not consider Al-Safa and Al-
Marwa as being from the rituals, nor were they performing Tawaaf between the two,
therefore Allah?"i Forbid them from (violating) that’. And it is reported from Abu Ja’farasws’ 23
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‘Ziyad Bin Ali came to Abu Ja’far®"“s and with him were letter from the people of Al-Kufa
calling him@¥s in these to themselves, and informing him?¥* with their gathering, and
instructing him?*¥s with the rising to them.
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Abu Ja’far?®Ys said: ‘Allah*" Blessed and Exalted Permitted Permissible(s), and Prohibited
Prohibitions, and Struck examples, Made Sunnahs, and did not Make the Imam™@%s - the
knower of His®% Commands, to be in confusion from what Allah®*¥ had Imposed from the
(acts of) obedience, that he®"s should precede with a Command before its (appropriate)
place, or he%s should fight before its time, and Allah"#" has Said regarding the hunting: Do
not kill prey while you are in Ihram [5:95]. So, is killing the prey greater or kill the (human)
soul?’
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And He?*¥ Made a place for all, and Said: and when you are free (from the Ihram), then (you
can) hunt [5:2]; and Said: ‘Do not violate the rituals of Allah nor the Sacred Month. So He
azwj Made the months to be of a known number, and Made four from these as Sacred.
