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CHAPTER 71 — SUPPLICATIONS OF EVERY AND EVERY NIGHT FROM A MONTH
OF RAMAZAN AND REST OF ITS ACTS OF WORSHIP
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I say, ‘What is relevant to this chapter has already been mentioned in the Book of Purity and
in the chapters on supplication, so recall. It has also been discussed in the chapters on Fasting,
specifically regarding Laylat Al Qadr and the nights of vigil, with much detail about its
conditions and some of its actions, so refer to it. Additionally, what pertains to this chapter
has been mentioned in previous and following chapters of this section as well.
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As for the first night, there are many significant acts to be performed, and we have mentioned
a considerable portion of them in the chapter on supplications when entering the month of
Ramazan. Among them are performing the ritual bath (ghusl) on this night, beginning the
recitation of the Qur'an, and from these.

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SECTION REGARDING WHAT WE ARE MENTIONING FROM WHAT IS BEFITTING
TO READUING DURING THE PERIOD OF THE MONTH, ALL OF IT
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Know that if someone reaches a level of receiving special Divine Grace such that they are
guided in performing recommended acts of worship by an inner knowledge they recognise
within themselves and rely on, then the amount of their recitation during Ramazan should be
in accordance with that inner guidance. However, if a person is guided in their recitation by
the apparent instructions found in the Ahadeeth, then it depends on the free time and
circumstances they have. If there is nothing hindering them from continuously reciting during
the month of Fasting, then they should do so.

THE FASTING ONE FROM HIS FAST AND HIS ENTERING INTO RULINGS OF THE
BREAKING (IFTAAR)
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Know that the Fasting person has a duty that they are required to maintain both before their
Fast and while they are Fasting. This duty is expected of them before breaking their Fast,
during the Fast, and after it, at night and during the day. It involves purifying their hearts from
what their Lord®?" Disapproves of and using their faculties in a manner that draws them closer
to His % Pleasure. This is a matter intended for the servant during their time in his world.
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As for the specific duty related to the month of Ramazan, when the servant is with Allah?,
Majestic is His %"/ Majesty, acting according to His°** Command in both Fasting and breaking
the Fast, whether in secrecy or openly, then their Fast becomes a joyful act of obedience, and
breaking their Fast by Command of Allah°*", Majestic is His %"/ Majesty, also becomes a new
act of worship.
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Thus, transitioning from Fasting to the state of breaking the Fast symbolises the servant's
adherence to Command of Allah@?", following what He™ I Desires, while being honoured and
delighted by how the Sovereign of this world and the Hereafter has Chosen them to be at
His i Door, engaged in His %" service, and associated with His %" Supreme Authority. How
fortunate they are to receive acceptance from Him % and to be protected from the danger
of turning away from Him™2%i1

to account for the purity of his inner secrets and the righteousness of his actions during the
night and day.

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How can the servant belittle himself when the Lord®“, Who is Present and Benevolent
towards him, is drawing near? And it is a trivial matter compared to that which is not trivial.
Has he not heard his Lord**I Say, And I have not Created the Jinn and the Humans except to

be worshipping Me [51:56].

SECTION REGARDING WHAT WE ARE MENTIONG FROM THE TIME WHICH THE
IFTAAR IS RECOMMENDED IN
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I am saying, ‘Reports have come in a supportive manner from the Imams ", upon them"s
be the superior Salawaat, that breaking the Fast by the person during the month of Ramazan
is after performing his Salat is better for him and closer to his act of worship being Accepted’.
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From that is what we are reporting by our chains to Ali Bin Fazzal from ‘Kitab Al-Soam’, from
Abu Abdullah™®"s having said: ‘It is recommended for the Fasting one, if he is strong upon that,
that he prays Salat before he breaks”.
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I say, if he is in the presence of people who cannot wait to break their Fast with him after his
Salat and are those who prioritise breaking the Fast, then let him break his Fast with them out
of reverence for Allah**", Majestic is His %" Majesty, to honour His" %" rites, and to complete
his worship. The intention should be for the Master of his life and death. Thus, he should
prioritise breaking his Fast with them with this intention, while maintaining the respect for the
Divine Majesty.
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Even if the people who are present distract him from his Master with their breaking of the fast,
and this action separates him from what he desires of noble paths, he should still please them
by honouring them with food and make excuses for participating in the iftar, being mindful of
the One who observes the secrets. If the attendees are those he fears, and if breaking the Fast
with them before the Salat serves as a precaution for him, which is pleasing to the Master of
the living and the dead, then he should act in a way that brings about His " Pleasure and
should not deceive himself or justify his actions out of obedience to his own desires and whims.
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SECTION WHAT WE ARE MENTIONING OF THE TIME IN WHICH THE IFTAAR IS
ALLOWED
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Know that when the time for Al-Maghrib Salat enters with certainty, it is permissible for the
Fasting person to break their Fast, as long as breaking the Fast does not distract them from
more important acts of worship of Lord " of the worlds. If the rites of Allah***i, Majestic is
His %" Majesty, come upon the servant at the time of Al-Isha Salat, then he should prioritise
the most important act first, following the Master of all things, so that the servant does not
act in a manner contrary to the Desire of their Master. It would be as if they have usurped the
time and the actions performed within it from their rightful owner and engaged in something
that was not given to them. Beware of belittling this and similar matters, and above all,
beware of that.
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SECTION REGARDING WHAT WE ARE MENTIONING OF ETTIQUETTES, OR
SUPPLICATION, AND READING TO BE DONE AND SAID BEFORE THE IFTAAR
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From the etiquettes at the meal is what we are reporting with our chains to Abu Ali Al-Fazl
Bin Al-Hassan Bin Al-Fazl Al-Tabarsee from the book ‘Al-Adaab Al-Diniya’, among what is
reported from our grandfather Al-Hassan Al-Sibr Al-Mumtahani the tested by the cruelty of
the Umayyid government, may the Salawaat of Allah®" be upon his soul, the magnificent,
the exalted.
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He said, ‘Al-Hassan@¥s Bin Ali-®¥s Bin Abu Talib?*"* said: ‘Regarding the meal there are twelve
characteristics obligating upon every Momin to know these. Four of these are obligatory, four
of these are a Sunnah, and four of these are etiquettes.
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As for the four obligated — the recognition, and the satisfaction, and the naming (Bismillah),
and the thanking.
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As for the Sunnah — the Wud’u before the meal, and the sitting upon the left side, and with
the three fingers, and licking the fingers.
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And as for the etiquettes — the eating from what is in front of you, and having small morsels,
and the intense chewing, and scarcely looking into faces of the people!”’*!
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I say, ‘Among the etiquettes for the one who wants to drink and eat is to be mindful of the
Grace of Allah#i, Majestic is His %" Majesty, and how He*“ has Honoured him by Relieving
him from having to exert himself in all that is needed for food and drink from the day He %"
Created that until when it is placed before him.
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For Allah™?*"i, Majestic is His %" Majesty, has employed, for the needs of humans, the Angels
responsible for managing the skies and the earth, as well as the Prophets®, their®
successors™®, and their deputies who are responsible for managing the affairs of humanity,
and the kings, rulers, their deputies, and soldiers who protect the essence of Islam so that
access to food is made possible, as well as all those who labour in the production of food, such
as farmers, carpenters, blacksmiths, woodcutters, bakers, cooks, and many others whose
efforts cannot be fully captured by the pens of writers or comprehended by the minds of the
learned.

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Know that we have previously mentioned in this book the way to be mindful in eating and
drinking. Here, we add by saying that the food and drink one breaks their Fast with should be
pure from anything forbidden or doubtful. The means of preparing it should also be free from

any involvement in distracting the person preparing it from the worship of Allah**i, Majestic
is His " Majesty, as worship is more important.
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It may become a source of doubt in the food and drink if it was prepared during a time when
Allah o, Majestic is His " Majesty, was Displeased with the work being done and turned
away from it. It is sufficient as a flaw in the food or drink that the Lord " of all the lords is
Displeased with the manner and causes of its preparation. What guarantees are there for the
one consuming it that it will not cause sickness in the heart, body, or mind?
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I say, ‘As for specifying what one should break their Fast with according to the narrations, we
have transmitted it through multiple chains of transmission.
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From that is what we are reporting with our chains to the jurist Ali Bin Al-Hassan Bin Fazzal

Al-Tameemy Al-Kufi, from ‘Kitab Al-Siyam’, by his chain to Jabir, from Abu Ja’far?"“s having
said: ‘Rasool-Allah=?"W used to break Fast upon ‘Al-Aswadeyn’ (the two blacks)!

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What difficulty or hardship is there in having a righteous intention and dealing with the divine
majesty, that one would flee from those lofty ranks and positions of honour and gifts to instead
engage in the pursuits of animalistic desire and base instincts, failing in both and succumbing
to calamities, except for someone who is content to bring misfortune upon themselves and
takes pleasure in the disasters that befall them?
