We said, if a questioner asks, so he says, ‘What is the meaning of bidding farewell to a month
of Ramazan and it isn’t from the living beings which is addressed, or it understands what is
being said to it with the tongue. So know that it has been the custom of people of
understanding, before the Rasool°“Y, during his=®" time, and after him="%, to address
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places, and homelands, and the youth, and the times of joy, and the security, and grace with
the spoken words. This is a way of conversing with them through the state of one’s tongue.
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When the education of Islam was established, it affirmed what reason and understanding had
deemed permissible in such matters. This was also expressed in the Holy Quran, the Glorious.
The Mighty and Majestic Said: On the Day that We will say to Hell: “Are you filled up?” And
it will say: ‘Are there any more?’ [50:30]!
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He*" Informed us that Hell gave a verbal response, which is an indication the state of one’s
tongue. This concept has been mentioned frequently in the Noble Quran, in the words of the
Prophets®" and the Imams®"“*, may the Salawaat of Allah ¥ be upon him>=®"" and the
greetings be upon them ", and in the discourse of those knowledgeable in spiritual matters.
Thus, those of sound intellect do not require an extended explanation to grasp this point in the
response.
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Since the month of Ramazan is accompanied by those who value it among the people of Islam
and Eman, it is better for them than companionship with homes and dwellings, more beneficial
than family, and higher in rank than prominent individuals and nobility. This prompts the state
of one’s tongue to bid farewell at the time of parting and separation. Hence, we present here
the categories of those who bid farewell to the month of Fasting.
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We say, ‘Know that bidding the farewell to a month of Ramazan is needy to additional
explanation and the people are upon categories. One group among them spent the month of
Ramazan in accordance with the Purpose of Allah™°?", Majestic is His %" Majesty and its
etiquettes in it, in the private and the open. These individuals bid farewell to the month of
Fasting as one bids farewell to a companion with sincerity, loyalty, and the preservation of
mutual respect, as reflected in the farewell of our Master Zayn Al Abideen s, upon hims"s
be the best greeting!
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And Another group accompanied the month of Ramazan, sometimes adhering to the purpose
of Allah™°?", Majestic is His %" Majesty, during certain periods, and at other times neglecting
its conditions through heedlessness or disobedience. If the month of Ramazan departs while
they are separated from it in terms of its etiquettes and companionship, then such individuals
do not bid farewell, nor are they truly united with it.
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And rather bidding the farewell is only for those who were companions and aligned with the
month of Ramazan, as dictated by reason and wisdom. If the month of Ramazan departs while
they have maintained good companionship with it, they are entitled to bid it farewell in
proportion to how they upheld its sanctity. They should seek Forgiveness and feel remorse for
any shortcomings in fulfilling the conditions of companionship and loyalty. At the time of
farewell, they should express deep regret and sorrow for treating it with neglect or
estrangement during certain periods.
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As for another group, they did not accompany Ramazan with their hearts. Some among them
even disliked the month of Fasting because it interrupted their habits of indulgence and
neglecting the watchful gaze of Knower of the unseen. Such individuals were never truly with
the month of Ramazan to bid it farewell upon its departure. They did not honour its presence
when it drew near to their homes, and they despised it, greeting it with ill will and poor choices.
Thus, there is no meaning to their farewell upon its departure, and no attention is given to the
words of their farewell or the negativity of their speech.
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I say: ‘O human being, do not be among those who received a guest they did not value,
especially when no guest more honourable than this one had visited them in years. This guest
arrived to bestow Blessings upon them, bringing with it treasures of happiness, noble care,
and indescribable gifts of hope and divine favour. Yet, they mistreated this noble guest,
distanced themselves from it, disrespected it, and dealt with it as an ignoble host would. Thus,
the noble guest departed, condemning their hospitality, leaving them in the disgrace of their
negligence and poor companionship or in the shame of their regret and remorse.

So be either one who excels in hospitality and recognises the rights of what this guest has
brought of happiness, mercy, compassion, and security from fear, or be at least neutral neither
for it or against it. Do not accompany it with disdain or ill manners, for in doing so, you only
destroy your weak soul with your base actions and expose it to disgrace and deficiency in the
record of the kings and nobility who attained safety and Divine Satisfaction.
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I say, know that the time for bidding farewell to the month of Fasting has been narrated from
one of the Imams ", upon them®"“* be the best of the greetings, in a book that addresses
the questions of a group of notable companions, and he®"“* provided answers to each
question, and the following is the text of what we found.

When should the farewell to the month of Ramazan take place? There is a difference of opinion
among our companions: some say it should be on the last night of the month, while others say
it should occur on the last day of the month, upon sighting the crescent of Shawwal.
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The acts of worship in Ramazan are observed throughout its nights, and the farewell is to take
place on the last night of the month. However, if one fears that the month may be incomplete,
the farewell can be extended over two nights.

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Fulfil your duty of regret for its departure in proportion to the honour you lost from its
hospitality and the benefits it provided.
